
 

 
 

 
�Winter is a great time of year to plan a trip to a warm dive 
destination. If you enjoy a slower pace of life and excellent 
service, I recommend diving on the East End of Grand 
Cayman. I recently spent four days diving at a small, 
beach-front condo development called Compass Point. 
The local dive operator, Ocean Frontiers, is located on 
property.  
  
This is truly a stress free experience: From setting up your 
gear before you even step onto the boat, to providing 
detailed drawings of each dive site as a part of the pre-dive 
plan, to changing your tanks during surface intervals, to 
storing your gear until your next dive, the staff does it 
all. The white sand beach with hammocks and lounge 
chairs is steps away from your ocean view condo with 
balcony. My 3rd floor condo was so close to the dock that I 
didn't need sandals for the walk to the dive boat!  
 

 
 
Like most Caribbean destinations, the water around Grand 
Cayman has so many beautiful shades of blue and 
turquoise and the clouds seem to slow dance their way 
across the brilliant blue sky. What sets the Cayman Islands 
apart is the crisp, far reaching water clarity and the sheer 
walls that drop from 40 feet to over 1500 feet deep. At 100 
feet deep, I have seen the sun and clouds in the sky above 
me.  
  
This kind of clarity provides innumerable opportunities to 
photograph the underwater world and its beautiful 
creatures. To capture some memories of this fantastic 
underwater environment, I use a SeaLife Reef Master Mini 
camera with optional external strobe light and wide-angle 
lens. For a compact, digital camera, the Reef Master Mini 
provides excellent pictures for any recreational diver. Not 
only does it provide exceptional photo clarity with 6.0  

  
 
 
 
mega pixels, it has settings for all types of subjects and 
environments.  I used my camera on all my dives and then  
after a good rinse used it at Rum Point and the Kaibo 
Yacht Club during my surface intervals.  
 
To me, diving is the most peaceful experience that I have 
found on this planet. My Reef Master Mini provides me 
with constant reminders of that peaceful feeling, even 
when I am miles and months away from my next dive trip. 
The staff at Aqua immersion can help you plan a fantastic 
dive trip to the destination of your choice. They can also fit 
you with all the gear and training that will allow you to dive
