The Picasso Spear Fishing Tournament 
Narragansett Pier, RI 
 
Upon discovering this year�s planned trip 
to Hatteras, NC to dive on sunken WWII 
submarines and other underwater 
catastrophes was out due to our son�s 
wedding, I cruised the net and discovered 
the 2008 Picasso (breath hold) Spear 
Fishing Tournament in Narragansett Pier, 
RI. 

 
For a modest $45 entry fee, one had 
hopes of winning something valuable from 
over $4,000 in Picasso dive equipment, a 

Spanish dive gear manufacturer, ranging from spear guns and 
wet suits to DVDs. Not having done this in nearly 30 years, 
possessing only an aging fiberglass pole spear and an 
irreparably defunct pneumatic spear gun, of course I had no hope 
of winning anything except a booby prize. I called my old dive 
buddy, who lives in nearby Massachusetts, to see if he was 
available to be my boatman, and my son to see if he had time for 
a quasi bachelor�s party with a couple of old geezers going 
diving. With all systems go, including my wife who wanted to tag 
along, I pasted a Sea Nag sticker on my boat console, loaded up 
my Zodiac and Toyota with dive equipment and camping gear, 
and set off for Rhode island.   
 

  What a show. While the big guns 
headed out to Block Island where the 
monster fish evidently abounded, my 
compadres and I explored the 
underwater environs of Point Judith. 
We saw schools of Tautog, a great 
tasting chowder fish (26� Tautog at 

left), which was destroyed by a kamikaze striped bass that came 
out of nowhere and literally exploded among them right in front of 
us, obliterating the school and making our entire trip worth the 
effort.    
                                               
The second best part of the trip was the afternoon weigh-in 

concluding the tournament.   
The largest fish recorded was a 
44lb. striped bass, speared by 
a septuagenarian who clearly is                                                        
still on top of his game, since                                                       
he shot not one but two 40+lb.

At least 8 large stripers were 
caught with the average 
weight totaling 32 lbs. The 
overall winner was 
determined by the largest 
number of species caught, in 
this case, seven different 
species of fish. After reaching 
maximum size limits; e.g. 
20lb. for stripers, there was no 
point advantage for fish that 
exceeded upper limits in size. 
I have never seen anything 
like it.
